5 Points for Unit Test / 10 Points for THT (Take Home Tests)

Student has a complete and detailed understanding of the information 

(generalizations, concepts and facts) important to the question.

4 Points for Unit Test / 8 Points for THT

Student has a complete understanding of the information (generalizations, concepts and facts) important to the question but not in great detail. Slight misconceptions are apparent.

3 Points for Unit Test / 6 Points for THT

Student has a limited understanding of the question and / or misconceptions about some of the information.  However the student maintains a basic understanding of the topic / question.

2 Points for Unit Test / 4 Points for THT

Student has incomplete understanding of the question and / or misconceptions about some of the information.  They have a very limited understanding of topic / question. 

1 Point for Unit Test / 2 Points for the THT

Student ‘s understanding of the question is so incomplete or has so many misconceptions that the student cannot be said to understand the topic / question.

0 Points for Unit Test / 0 Points for THT


No judgment can be made about the student’s understanding of the topic.

Rubric for Turning In Take Home Tests (THT)

THT can be turned in early and should be if the student knows that he or she will not be present the day that they are due (i.e. Family Vacation). 

THT will receive 100% credit if they are turned in on the due date before the close of business.  Any THT turned in late (after the due date but, before the corrected THT are turned back to students) will receive a 70 as long as the students work is above a 70%.

All THT turned in after students receive their corrected THT will receive a 50 as long as their work is above a 50%.
